ATELI PLUS – COMMERCIAL FEEDLOT

AIM: To test the efficacy of Ateli Plus as growth enhancer / regulator in a commercial feedlot set-up. A secondary aim is to determine the financial benefit with the use of the product.
TRIAL: Cattle of mixed breeds were used in the trial. The number of heads = 200.

During the trial, each head of cattle received 25g of Ateli Plus per day. This was achieved by mixing 2.5 kg of Ateli Plus per ton feed. 

The trial was run for the last 36 days of feeding and results were calculated by 

Mr Steytler himself. 

The cattle starting weights were measured.
After 36 days the carcass weights were measured.
RESULTS: 

The gains for the 36 days were between 64kg and 73kg.
This means that over the period of 36 days the average daily gain for the cattle can be calculated at between 1.78kg and 2.03kg. 

To put this into perspective: At the ruling market prices at the time – Input costs for the product equaled R2.39 / head / day. 

The gain obtained with the use of the product equated to R17.60 / head / day. 

That is an input to profit ratio of  about 1 : 7 !! 

CONCLUSION:
Mr. Steytler found the product to be effective in producing an average daily weight gain of up to 2.03kg. He stated that he was very happy with the condition of the animals. Animal health was excellent. When looking at the financial implications of using the product, it is found that with a very low input costs, the profit margin can be considerably increased.  
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
